even though the earth be removed… the mountains be carried into the sea… its waters 
roar and are troubled… the mountains shake with its swelling. (Psalm 46:1-3            

abbreviated) 

On the night of the 27th January a huge storm, called Kristin, swept 
across much of   Portugal. Its effects can still be seen following    

landslides that occurred, houses that    collapsed and roads that were 
twisted beyond repair. A section of the Lisbon – Porto motorway had 
fallen into floodwater near Coimbra, so traffic had to be diverted for 
a time, but it is now reopened.  Some 5000 properties were without 

electricity for almost a month, while some people are still out of 
work due to factories and warehouses being damaged.   

All this reminds me of the words of the psalm above which describes 
a massive storm, with the earth moving, mountains shaking and  

troubled waters roaring! Sometimes life can feel like just like that. 
Things can be going well for us, then suddenly a storm unexpectedly 

crops up and the next thing we know is that we are 
caught up in all kinds of turbulence. But the writer also 
reminds us that God, our refuge and strength, is a very 
present help in troubled times. Then, while the nations 
rage, God Himself tells us to be still and to know that 
He is God! So, when any troubles come, remember…  

The Lord of hosts is always with us.

Here are a few great faith builders of how God has been speaking to us. 

What Must I Do? 
There is a question that seems to rise naturally within us: What must I do? 

It appears in different forms — sometimes quietly, sometimes with urgency — yet it 
carries the same underlying hope: that life with God might be secured through effort, 

if only we could find the right thing to do. 
This question is brought to Jesus more than once. A lawyer asks it — and in        

response is led into a story that stretches the meaning of neighbour beyond all     
expectation. A rich man asks it, sincerely and earnestly. Yet what follows is not the 

answer they might have expected. 
Jesus does not simplify the requirement. He reveals it. 

To one, He speaks of loving God fully, and loving our neighbour without limit — a 
love that crosses boundaries, gives without hesitation, and holds nothing back. To 
another, He says: “Sell all you have… then come, follow me.” Not as an abstract 

ideal, but as a direct invitation — one that reaches into the very place where trust is 
held. In both moments, something is uncovered. Not simply what is required, but 
what cannot be given.  The question, “What must I do?”, begins to give way to a 

quieter realisation: I cannot do this. Not by effort. Not by striving. 
Not by becoming a little better, a little more devoted. Yet this is not where Jesus 

leaves them — or us.  Elsewhere, when the question rises again — “What must we 
do to do the works God requires?” — the answer comes with a different clarity: 

“The work of God is this: to believe in the one He has sent.” 
The movement is subtle, but profound. From doing… to trusting.  From striving… to 
receiving.  This does not diminish the call to love or to follow. Rather, it places them 
in their rightful place — not as a means of earning life, but as a response to having 
received it. We are not invited to secure our place with God through effort, but to 

come to Him with empty hands. And perhaps that is where the question finally finds 
its rest.  Not in discovering one more thing to do,  but in hearing the quiet invitation
